Hawai‘i no ka ‘oi—Hawai‘i the best—is a sentiment shared by many people in our island

* Hawai‘i has the lowest rates of child deaths and teen deaths in the nation

« Life expectancy is higher in Hawai‘i than anywhere else in the nation

« Three-fourths of Hawai‘i’s families eat dinner together 5 or more times a week

 More than 80% of Hawai‘i’s people feel they can rely on others in their community for help

* The average donation to charity is higher in Hawai‘i at every income level when compared to
mainland giving.

There are, of course, many serious problems that require our attention and action. Some of these
may seem monumental and insurmountable, such as the problem of drug abuse, but Hawai‘i’s
people, working together, have overcome major obstacles in the past and can do so in the future.

This is one of 43 community profiles developed by the Center on the Family that can be used as a
resource to improve conditions for children and families in your neighborhood. The profiles provide
data and information about the people who live in specific geographic areas encompassed by a
public high school and all of its feeder intermediate and elementary schools. Factual information
provides a good starting point for making informed decisions and plans for strategic action. We hope
that this first-ever presentation of data at the school/community-complex level will provide you with
a better understanding of your community and spur you to take action to keep Hawai‘i 70 ka “oi.

%ADFORD AREA

he Radford Area with over 29,000 residents includes the neighborhoods around Pearl Harbor

and Makalapa, as well as parts of Aliamanu, Foster Village, Halawa, Hickam, Kahauiki,
Mapunapuna, and Salt Lake. The median age of 28.6 is the third youngest in the State, reflecting a
high percentage of children and young adults and one of the lowest percentages of people ages 65
and over compared to other areas.

No race or ethnic group is found in the majority in the Radford Area, but there is a higher proportion
of Caucasians than found elsewhere in the State, and the second highest concentration of African
Americans. The Asian population in this area is predominantly Filipino. The Radford Area has the
lowest percentage of Hawaiian or Part-Hawaiian residents, as well as the second lowest proportion
of people identifying themselves as multi-racial.

Despite an unemployment rate that is above average and a low per capita income, this community
has one of the lowest percentages of people receiving food stamps or Temporary Assistance to
Needy Families (TANF). The Radford Area is a somewhat transient community, ranking lowest in
residential stability and second lowest in home ownership. In a Statewide survey of teens, over 45%
of the adolescents who responded in this area reported a lack of community ties. Other indicators of
child and family well-being are more positive. This community has the highest percentage in the
State of children covered by health insurance (98.2%). The majority of adults have a high school
diploma. Most teachers report that schools in the Radford Area are safe. Parents here report school
involvement and homework monitoring at a slightly higher level than elsewhere in Hawaii, and 3
graders do well on their SATS.

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gROTECTION INDEX

There are various ways to assess the strength of a community. For this
report, nine indicators of child, family, and community strengths were
selected. Standard scores were derived for each of the nine indicators
and summarized into a cumulative score for each of 42 school complex
areas. A 431 community, Ni‘ihau, was omitted from the index because
some data were unavailable. Those communities that scored highest on
the protection index are more likely to have children who are nurtured
and doing well in school, families that are healthy, and communities
which are economically vital.
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
